Routine street sweeping not only creates a clean and healthy environment, but also prevents
unwanted materials from clogging and polluting the storm drain systems. As Drainage Equipment
Operator, Jason Tapia operates the City’s high-efficiency sweeper daily. This significantly
improves the aesthetics and functionality of Webster streets, and Tapia’s commitment to the job

saves the City money.

Tapia sweeps the neighborhoods
on Mondays and Tuesdays, including
Webdale, Green Acres, and Edgewater.
On Wednesdays and Thursdays, he clears
main avenues, such as NASA Parkway,
Bay Area Boulevard, and Medical Center
Boulevard. By the end of the week, Tapia
and the sweeper have scoured every
roadway in Webster.

Tapia joined the Public Works team in 2019, and previously worked as a Parks Maintenance

Crew Member.

“My favorite thing about my job is the environment and the people here,” Tapia said. “I'm

hoping to stay here for a while.”

On Monday, October 10th, the City will take a
day to manage department records.

All employees will report to work as expected,
but City Hall will be closed to the public to take
advantage of an uninterrupted day to organize
paperwork and process records under state and
federal guidelines.

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THE HISTORY OF THE EXXONMOBIL PIPELINE

Wink to Webster Pipeline Tanks

With a presence that has lasted for over a century,
the ExxonMobil Pipeline Company (EMPCo) has a
significant history in the Webster community.

The Webster tank farm site, originally known as the
Humble Pipe Line Company in 1919, was found to be
the intersection of Humble’s two main pipelines: the
West Columbia production field to Baytown Refinery
pipeline and the Ranger production field to Texas City
tank loading terminal on the Gulf of Mexico pipeline.

The first crude oil delivery ran from the West
Columbia production field to Webster Station for 42
miles by July 1919. The pipelines to and from Webster
were laid using picks and shovels for digging.

By 1924, the Humble Pipe Line Company operated
2,000 miles of pipeline delivering over 79,000 barrels
per day. This was more than one-fifth of the total
crude production of Texas.

From 1925 to 1930, Humble Pipe Line built 4,000
new lines, including a new pipeline connecting
West Texas to the existing channel in Comyn, Texas,
enabling flow to Webster in 1924.

Humble Pipe Line Company pioneered standard
carrier pipeline practices for scheduling, grade
segregation, and quality testing. It also used various
techniques to improve pipeline repair and tank
construction. In addition, the company supported
the Texas Railroad Commission in developing oil and
gas law administration and allied with petroleum
products during World War II.
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A Capacity of Over 1.5 Million Barrels Travel Through This Pipeline
Every Day

In 1928, the Humble Pipe Line Company extended
the West Texas pipeline to Winkler County, Texas.
In 2020, EMPCo marked the startup of the Wink to
Webster pipeline system’s most extended segment,
providing a critical link between production in West
Texas and refining on the Gulf Coast.

The Wink to Webster pipeline, a joint venture
pipeline system, completed its extension to Webster
in 2021. Transporting more than one million barrels of
crude oil and condensate, Wink to Webster is ranked
as the largest long-haul crude pipeline in the United
States. Webster station holds 2.5 million barrels of
storage tank space. It receives deliveries from West
Texas, Houston, and Offshore Gulf of Mexico and
transfers to Baytown Refinery and three Houston area
third-party pipeline systems.

Utilizing existing pipeline corridors and advanced
construction techniques was pivotal in creating
the pipeline system to limit community and
environmental impacts.

“We strive for an incident-free workplace and a
culture that supports our clear and simple objective—
nobody gets hurt. This extends to our neighbors
and those who live and work near our pipelines
and facilities,” says Webster Operations First Line
Supervisor Chris Holdren, “We are proud to be a part
of the Webster community for the past 100 years and
look forward to continuing to be good neighbors for
many more.”
