CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

One month after the Great Wolf Lodge Groundbreaking Ceremony, Turner Construction is 
progressing rapidly on the 29-acre destination.
 
According to Project Superintendent Tyler Bergin, crews will begin pouring concrete at the 

end of October. By the end of November, Great Wolf Lodge will go vertical with four stair 
towers. Then, in a span of eight months, Turner Construction will complete the outer shell 
of the building. The 532-suite hotel, 95,000 square-foot water park, and 11,000 square-

foot conference center will be constructed simultaneously.

When 
a building inspector position opened, Andres was ready to do something different, which inspired him to 
apply for the opening and acquire the training needed to satisfy the position’s requirements. 

Andres retired from the City of Alvin after 32 years of service, and shortly after, he found a job working 
for the City of Webster. Throughout the past decade, Andres has had the opportunity to perform numerous 
commercial inspections, which was a significant change for him. Although commercial buildings are more 
extensive and challenging to inspect than residential buildings, Andres states he has gained invaluable 
knowledge and experience over the years.

Since working for Webster, Andres has felt a sense of pride in the inspections he reviews for the City and 
the colleagues he works alongside.

“City personnel are nice to be around, and we work as a team to reach a common goal,” says Andres, 
“That’s what makes this City a great place to work for.”

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FISCAL YEAR 2022-2023 BUDGET
City Council has adopted the 2022-2023 Annual Budget for the fiscal year beginning October 

1, 2022, and ending September 30, 2023. 

The annual budget reflects the programs, goals, and policies 
necessary to provide services to the citizens of Webster. The 

City is committed to enhancing the quality of life in Webster 
by continuing to provide essential services to its citizens 
and instituting programs and projects that will serve the 
City’s long-term interest. 

The 2022-2023 Budget for all funds totals $72,723,595. 
This includes $29,845,867 in the General Fund and 

$6,983,391 in the Utility Fund. Sales tax is the largest 
revenue source for the City, accounting for approximately 

58 percent of General Fund revenues and 39 percent of total 
City revenues from all sources. This is due to the significant 

presence of commercial restaurants and retail entities in the City. 
Sales tax revenue allows Webster to have low property tax and utility rates. 

For the Fiscal Year 2022-2023, the property tax rate decreased from $0.39334 to $0.36475 per 
$100 of taxable value. Property tax values increased significantly over the last year, which drove 
the decrease in the property tax rate. In the Fiscal Year 2022-2023, the City’s property tax and 
utility rates remain among the lowest in the area. 

 

Fiscal Year Projects
 
Exciting projects are underway in the City of Webster! With approval from City Council, the 

Public Works Department will complete the street sign replacement program and begin an 
enhanced right-of-way beautification program. The Parks division will install security cameras 
in City parks and replace the restroom facility at Texas Avenue Park. 

New and replacement equipment funded in the budget includes police vehicles, a street 
sweeper, an all-terrain litter vacuum vehicle, and a generator. City Council approved the 
purchase of an outdoor stage for community events. 

City Council also approved a new key control system for all City facilities and a remodel of 
the City Hall public bathrooms. The Fiscal Year 2022-2023 budget and the City’s investment in 
community services show promise for the upcoming year.
