Webster Resident Esther Galbreath was born and raised in
Pennsylvania, but she has spent the past 50 years in Webster.

Her story started in North Carolina when she was just 15
years old. She was visiting her sister and brother-in-law, who
were in the U.S. Navy when they introduced her to a Texan
named Buck.

She and Buck immediately clicked, however, he was in the
Navy and was always traveling. They spent a year writing to
each other, but he soon began visiting her in Pennsylvania
every weekend. After she had graduated high school, the pair
got married.

“Buck was in the service for twenty years, and the only
thing that man ever said to me was that he wanted to live in
Texas,” said Esther.

The pair made 14 moves in 16 years before Buck’s dream
finally became a reality when he was offered a position at
Ellington Field working on a NASA Aircraft.

When they came to Webster, the couple had four children,
and they were looking for a place to settle down.

Webster was so small at the time that Esther did not need
a drivers license or car until she was 40 years old. She would
ride her bike around town while her youngest daughter rode
in the basket.

Her fondest memories were at the city pool, where the
Webster families would hang out in the summer for swim
meets, and potluck dinners.

“Every family had two to four kids, and they were all close
to the same age,” Esther said. “There was a lot of open space
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back then. Kids rode their bikes, flew kites, and played
baseball and football.”

The Medical Center now stands where the children used
to run around, and that has been the most notable change
for Esther.

“There was no hospital when we got here, she said. “We
had to drive to Texas City for a doctor, and to Dickinson for
adentist.”

As the City began to grow, Esther decided she wanted
to find a job. Her very first job was at the Baskin Robbins,
working the 11 a.m.- 3 p.m. shift before the kids got out of
school.

When Esther decided she wanted a full-time career, she
visited a temp agency where she learned of an administrative
position in Bayport. She loved the job and stayed with the
company until she retired after 13 years of service.

Esther now spends a majority of her time with her youngest
daughter who still lives in Webster. She has nine grandkids
and nine great-grandkids who she enjoys spending time with
as well.

She attends the City’s Senior Game Night twice a month,
and once a week plays dominos with friends at the Webster
Civic Center. She also attends the Fourth of July Celebration
every year at Texas Avenue Park and is in charge of Bingo at
the popular event.

“It’s home to me,” Esther said with a smile. “Webster was
a good place for my kids to grow up, and as long as I can stay
in my home, [ will.”

DIRECTOR OF FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATION
Director of Finance and
Administration Mike Rodgers
likes working for the City of
Webster so much thathe became
aresident of Webster last year.

The ten-year employee says he
moved to the City for the same
reasons anyone would move to
Webster.

“We have outstanding Police
and Fre protection, and our
Public Works staff is better than
anywhere you will find,” he said.

Mike had been living in
League City before making the
move to Webster, but he hasn’t always been a Texas resident.

Mike grew up in Monroe, Louisiana where he attended
and graduated from Northeast Louisiana University with a
degree in Accounting. He said he has always been a ‘numbers
guy,” but it was his friend’s father who was a Certified Public
Accountant (CPA) that introduced him to the career path.
After many months of studying and two and a half days of
testing in 2002, he became a CPA.

Mike says he got to Texas as fast as he could after graduating
from college. He found a job at an oil and gas company in
Dallas. It was there that he met his wife Monica, who was
working at the same oil and gas company while teaching an
aerobics class at the YMCA in her spare time.

“She was voted the best aerobics instructor in Dallas, and
I would go to her class two times a day,” Mike said. “After
marrying the instructor twenty years ago, I have not been
anywhere near an acrobics class!”
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A decade of ups and downs in the oil and gas industry
made Mike leap at the chance to work for a local
government. Public service runs in his family. His father
retired from the State of Louisiana after thirty years,
and his brother works for the Ouachita Parish Sheriff’s
Office. Mike’s career in government began as a Utility
Accountant at the City of Denton. Within six years, he
moved up through the ranks to City Controller.

Years earlier during a day trip from Denton to
Galveston, Mike and Monica wandered down a street
named NASA Road One just to see where it would take
them. Little did they know, itwould soon be called home.

Denton’s former City Manager Michael Jez moved to
Webster first, and when the Webster was looking for a
new Finance Director, Jez told Mike of the opportunity.

The choice was simple, Monica had lived in the Houston
area for a number of years, and this was a job that Mike
wanted. So, in 2006, the couple joined the Webster
family.

His responsibilities at the City include reviewing
accounts receivable/payable, utility billing, payroll,
financial recording, budget preparation, as well as
overseeing the Municipal Court.

“None of this would be possible without the fantastic
staff that I have here,” he said. “We have bright people
who are dedicated to the citizens of this City, and you
don’t find that everywhere.”

Mike is also an active member of the Government
Finance Officers Association of Texas, an organization
of more than 1,000 government finance officials
throughout the State of Texas. He currently serves on
the Board of Directors of the organization as Immediate
Past President. In between that and working on budget
reports, he spends his time with his wife and their three-
year-old Morkie (Maltese-Yorkie Mix) dog, Boudreaux.

The Presidential
Leadership ~ Scholars
program, a unique
leadership development
initiative  that draws
upon the resources of
the presidential centers
of George W. Bush,
William J.  Clinton,
George H.W. Bush, and
Lyndon B. Johnson, announced that Danny Presley had been
selected to participate. Danny is one of 60 Scholars chosen
for the program’s third annual class.

The third cohort was selected after a rigorous application
and review process. Scholars were selected based on their
leadership growth potential and the strength of their personal
leadership projects aimed at improving the civic or social good
by addressing a problem or need in a community, profession,
or organization.

Over the course of several months, Scholars will travel
to each participating presidential center to learn from
former presidents, key administration officials, and leading
academics. They will study and put into practice varying
approaches to leadership, develop a network of peers, and
exchange ideas with mentors and others who can help them
make an impact in their communities.

The program kicked off in Washington, D.C. on February
7th, where Scholars visited the National Archives and Records
Administration, Mount Vernon, and the White House
Historical Association and explored personal and professional
development areas including core values and civility.

The latest class joins the alumni network of 121 Scholars
in the program. They include individuals from diverse
backgrounds and geographies, coming from a variety of
sectors, including private, public, non-profit, military, and
academia.
