Originally from England, Officer Davis has had an exciting 

career path that has led him from England to Bermuda, and 
finally to America. He began his police career in England as a 
member of the SWAT Team for seven years. He then moved 
to Bermuda and worked for the SWAT Team for four years 
before ultimately moving to the United States. He worked for 
the NASA SWAT Team for six years but joined the Webster 
Team in January 2018.

According to Officer Davis, the biggest difference in 
policing in the United States versus Bermuda and England is 
the terminology and the use of firearms. The officer explained 
that in both Bermuda and England, police officers do not 

carry guns unless they are specialized in firearms. There are armed response vehicles that patrol the area and 
support the officers if needed.

Davis will graduate from the Pasadena Police Academy on January 26 and will begin patrolling the Webster 
streets on January 29.

mail is April 24, 2018.

Identification 
for Voting in 

Person
Senate Bill 5, The Voter 

Identification Bill, requires 
a voter to present a photo 
identification to qualify to 
vote in all elections held in 
Texas.  Under Senate Bill 
5, the acceptable forms of 
identification for a voter to 
qualify to vote include a Texas 
driver license issued by the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety (DPS), Texas Election 
Identification Certificate 
issued by DPS, Texas personal 
identification card issued 
by DPS, Texas License to 
Carry a Handgun issued by 
DPS, United States military 
identification card containing 
the person’s photograph, United 
States citizenship certificate 
containing the person’s 
photograph, or a United States 
passport.

We ARE Webster
Ashan Chang

Born in 1914, in a hillside village of Northern Taiwan, 
Ashan Chang, 103, is Webster’s oldest resident.

Ashan was born and raised near Taipei, Taiwan and 
it wasn’t until 1998 that she moved to Webster. 

While growing up, Ashan’s family operated a very 
successful tea business in Taiwan. But, after she married 
Chin-Sheng Chen in 1938 and started a family, she 
became very busy with their eight children, four girls 
and four boys. 

In 1986 the family immigrated to the United States, 
but it wasn’t until 1999 that Ashan became an American 
citizen. Currently, her oldest daughter is living in 
Taipei, and the rest of the children have made a home 
in the United States. 

According to Ashan’s daughter-in-law, Dee, when 
Ashan and her husband, Chin-Sheng moved to 
Webster, it was their golden years. They enjoyed the 
neighborhood and enjoyed spending time together 
until Chin-Sheng sadly passed away in 2005 at the age 
of 94. 

Prior to his death, the couple enjoyed watching 
baseball and basketball and attending their grandson’s 
sporting events. The two were enthusiastic about the 

Houston Astros and Rockets and enjoyed watching 
games together. However, since English was not 
their first language and they did not know the 
player’s names, the couple came up with their own 
names for the players between themselves. 

Ashan now enjoys keeping up with what is 
happening in Taiwan and Japan. The first 31 years 
of her life, Taiwan was ruled by Japan, therefore she 
can speak, read, and write Japanese. 

At the age of 103, Ashan’s key to staying young is 
to live life the way you please. According to Dee, 
she has always eaten what she wanted, did what 
she wanted, and never worried about it. At 103, she 
has survived four major falls with little injury and 
according to her doctor, is still very healthy. 

She has called Webster home for the past 20 years 
and has come to love living in America, said Dee. 

She is a member of the EFC - NASA Church in 
Webster, and she still attends the senior events put 
on by the City.

Her life has taken her across the world, but we are 
happy she came and made her home in Webster. 

Ashan will turn 104 on October 2.

After 24 years of service, Richard Horbach retired 
from the Webster Police Department on January 9.

It all started for Sergeant Richard Horbach in 1989 
when he graduated from the University of Houston 
Police Academy. He began his career as a Deputy 
Constable with Harris County Precinct 5 Constable’s 
Office and remained in the position until 1992. 

He accepted a position with the City of Webster, and 
he never looked back. 

Sgt. Horbach began in April of 1992 and was 
promoted to Corporal in 1997. Not too long after, 
in 1999, he was promoted again to his position of 
Sergeant. 

He worked in the Patrol Division for a number of 
years and those who worked under him have spoken 
of his fierce dedication and support for the men and 
women in blue. 

He was instrumental in the startup of the Webster 
Police Officer’s Association and was the Charter Vice 
President. The organization has been known to assist 
and support every officer that was sick or injured. 

Sgt. Horbach has also used his time and experience 
to implement programs beneficial to the community. 

He was instrumental in implementing the 
Selective Traffic Enforcement Programs (STEP) 
Grant program, which enforces traffic safety laws 
such as speeding and safety belt usage.

In October 2014, Sgt. Horbach moved from 
Patrol to the Office of Professional Standard. He 
began to manage the police department files, 
ensuring that the department maintained their 
standards in everything from training to hiring. 

The sergeant received his Master Peace Officer’s 
license in 2005, which is the highest license to 
receive in Texas. 

He has over 3,000 hours of Texas Commission 
on Law Enforcement (TCOLE) in-service training 
including Hostage Negotiator, Field Training 
Officer, and Certified TCOLE Instructor. 

“I’ve met a lot of great people here,” Richard 
said. “This city in my eyes, working here, you 
can’t beat it. I’m thankful to have been given the 
opportunity.”

 Richard looks forward to retirement and moving 
to La Grange and spending more time with his 
family.

Smartphone Survival Guide: 
Preparing for a Storm

During and following the wrath of Hurricane Harvey in Texas, rumors and false information made its rounds on social 
media. The City of Webster strives to keep residents up to date on the most accurate information, and with SwiftReach, 
this is possible. 

Following the storm, Webster staff re-evaluated the emergency notification programs and decided to join the SwiftReach 
family, who has been bridging the gap between public safety and the community since 2002. When residents register and 
download the free mobile app, the platform will send alerts with emergency messages and provide information on how 
to take action.

Contact information was transferred from those who signed up for Regroup, however many residents are not in the 
system. Registering is simple, you can sign up by visiting cityofwebster.com, or you can get the Swift911 Public App by 
texting the word “Swift911” to 99538. You will receive a response with a link to get the app in the app store. The app is 
free and available on most smartphones. 

Keep your family safe in case of another natural disaster and register for Swift911.
