Assistant Police Chief, Assistant City Manager, Police Chief

During the March 6 meeting, Webster City Council appointed and recognized three 
employees as they were promoted to new positions within the City.

Council appointed former Webster Police Chief Danny Presley to the new position 
of Assistant City Manager. He has acted as an Assistant City Manager in Texarkana, has 
obtained master’s degrees in Business and Criminal Justice Leadership, he’s a graduate 
of the Presidential Scholar Leadership Program, and has recently passed a certification 
test and received a Human Resources designation. He has served as Webster Police Chief 
since 2014, and has certifications in Public Management and Finance. Presley’s requisite 
leadership characteristics in leading the Police Department proved that he would be a 
qualified Assistant City Manager that could assume the duties with little to no impact.

The appointment of Danny Presley to the Assistant City Manager role left the Police 
Chief position vacant. City Manager Wayne Sabo then recommended former Assistant 
Police Chief Bo Rogers be promoted to Police Chief. Rogers began his career in Law 
Enforcement 1983 and he joined the Webster Police Department in 1993. He has served 
in every position within the department including patrol officer, detective, narcotics 
detective, corporal, sergeant, lieutenant and assistant police chief. Rogers’ experience, 
education, and history with the department made him a perfect fit for the position. 

Council then recognized the appointment of the new Assistant Police Chief Pete Bacon 
to fill that vacancy. Bacon began his law enforcement career in 1993 and eventually 
moved to Webster in 1999. He was named Police Department Employee of the Year in 
2000, and in 2004 he was promoted to sergeant. In 2015 he moved into his position as 
Lieutenant, where he assumed command of the Special Operations Unit. Both Presley 
and Rogers recommended Bacon for the position of Assistant Police Chief, and he was 
sworn in at the meeting.

Frenchie’s has become a Webster staple, and Frankie 
and Giuseppe Camera are the beloved brothers behind 
the magic. 

Originally from the Island of Capri, the brothers 
grew up in the hotel and restaurant business. One 
day as Frankie was managing a hotel in the heart of 
Rome, he got a call from his sister who had already 
moved to Texas. She insisted that he come visit, and 
he reluctantly agreed. 

His visit turned into him moving to Houston, and 
before he knew it he was opening Frenchie’s with his 
brother on the corner of El Camino and NASA Parkway 
in Webster.

When they chose the location for Frenchie’s, the 
surrounding area was fields upon fields filled with 
cows grazing in the hot sun. 

The location, just down the street from Johnson 
Space Center,  caught the attention of Astronaut Anna 
Fisher. She was the very first of many astronauts to 
become regular Frenchie’s patrons. 

Word soon got around about the family-run business 
and their authentic Italian recipes.
