Originally from Ohio, Officer Gary Wirt moved 
to League City around the age of 14 with his 
family, after his father retired from the Air Force 
and began working for NASA. 

Growing up, Gary looked up to an older cousin 

who was a Virginia State Trooper.  

“He did a lot of good work in his career, and he 
used to talk to me about it all the time,” Officer Wirt 
recalled. “I pretty much worshipped him. I decided 
then, at 15 years old, that this was what I wanted to 

do.” 

He first began working at the University of Texas Medical 
Branch in Galveston as a non commissioned security guard, 
and was given the opportunity to attend the police academy. 

In 1990, Gary was hired on at the Webster Police Department, and 
he has been here ever since. 

He has patrolled the Webster 
streets for the majority of his tenure, but he also has served for 

7 years as a Webster detective. When asked why he returned to 
patrol, Officer Wirt said he preferred dealing with the public and 
responding to calls.

“I don’t think it’s easy to work patrol your whole career and handle 

calls at the same level of professionalism without getting burned 
out,” he noted. “But I still don’t feel burned out. I still enjoy coming 
to work, I still like doing this job and serving the community.”

“We deal with a lot of bad guys, to put it nicely, but I’d say that 

most of the time we deal with good people. There are a lot of good 
people in this world.”

The officer has had several accomplishments including Officer 
of the Year, Officer of the Month, and was featured in the 1996 
Webster Newsletter (pictured left) for his outstanding police work. 

“I think one of my greatest accomplishments is my longevity,” 
Gary said. “I’m proud of some of the arrests I have made. Some 

weren’t recognized but I knew I did a good job, and that is good 
enough for me. That’s why I love my job.”
