LocaL Heroes in caLifornia
Webster FireFighters retell stories From the CArr Fire

The morning of Wednesday, August 8, Webster 
Firefighters Zachery Hon and Orlando Zepeda headed 
to Redding, California to assist in fighting the Carr Fire. 

Hon and Zepeda were two of 100 Texan Firefighters 
who were sent across the country to aid in the fire. 
The fire had even summoned the help of international 
firefighters from Australia.

It started on July 23, after a flat tire on a vehicle 
caused the wheel’s rim to scrape against the asphalt, 
creating sparks that set off the fire.

The blaze wreaked havoc, and a horrifying Fire-
Tornado ripped through a small town, causing more 
damage, and taking the life of a local fire inspector. 

The conditions were harsh, as Hon and Zepeda spent 
their 24-hour days hiking along the mountains.

According to the firefighters, the terrain in California 
is much different from that in Texas. Adjusting to the 
steep mountains was tough.

“In California, we would park the truck, and stretch 
the hose. So, while we were hiking, we were pulling 
the hose and laying down hose every 500-600 feet,” 
explained Hon.

“It was really physically demanding,” Zepeda added. 
“The wildfires here in Texas are on mostly flatlands, so 
we can stay near the trucks.”

They were also introduced to what the Californian 
Firefighters called snags. 

A snag is a dead tree that after burning on the 
mountainside, falls down and proceeds to roll down 
the mountain. Firefighters had to constantly be wary 
of the falling trees.

“It was a lot of fire,” said Zepeda. “It was crazy when 
you got to a mountaintop and you’d look down and 
see a whole mountainside gone.”

Hon and Zepeda stayed in California for two weeks 
and returned to Texas on August 22. The fire was 
reported 100 percent contained on August 30.

street in an effort to delve deeper into an investigation. 
He remained in the DEA for several years before being 

promoted to Corporal. In the years following, Rogers moved 
from Sergeant to Lieutenant and eventually to Assistant 
Police Chief in 2015. 

In March 2018, Rogers was selected by City Council to lead 
the Webster Police Department as Police Chief.

During his first six months as Police Chief, Rogers has made 
it a goal to educate the community on the proper response 
to active shooter instances.

He began the process by providing an opportunity for the 
ALICE training institute to be taught in Webster. The training 
took place in July, where three Webster Police Officers and 
several other community leaders were certified to teach the 
program to others.

In August, Chief Rogers and Officer Andrew Brooks took 
their presentation to McWhirter Elementary School, where 
they taught teachers and staff how to properly respond.

“In the next budget year, we are going to start going to the 
churches and businesses and teaching them how to respond,” 
he explained. “There are 18 churches in our 7 square miles. 
We can’t mandate that they implement anything, but we can 
show them what they should do, and the steps or measures 
they should take.”

Outside of work, Rogers said his greatest accomplishment 
in life was meeting his wife, Mayor Donna Rogers. He is also 
incredibly proud of his three sons.

“I think your kids show a lot of who you are,” he said. 
“Just seeing them 
accomplish things is 
a reflection on the 
parenting style.”

Similarly, Chief 
Rogers believes that 
the officers on the 
streets are the direct 
reflection of the 
Police Department’s 
administrative staff.

“We are very 
proud of those 
guys,” he said. 
“From supervisors 
to the rookie on 
night watch. I am 
very proud of this 
organization, and it is 
an honor to lead it.”

The Brave and Blue

Police Chief bo rogers’ interest in the 
Police department started when he was 
young. 

now, after 35 years in law enforcement, 
Chief rogers looks back on his career, his 
accomplishments, and the memories he 
has made along the way.

Police Chief Bo Rogers began his career at the Galveston 
Constables Office in 1983. After ten years in Galveston, he moved 
to the Webster Police Department in 1993. 

He patrolled the streets until 1996 when he was presented with 
an opportunity to join the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) Task 
Force as a Webster Police employee.

Some of Rogers’ proudest career moments took place while 
serving on the task force. Photos of these moments are saved in a 
photo album in his office. 

While flipping through the pages, Rogers pointed out a photo 
taken after five tons of drugs were seized from a boat. Other photos 
showed large amounts of cash that were found in hotel rooms.

Needless to say, Rogers has played a crucial role in making sure 
dangerous drugs are off of our streets. 

He even went undercover in some cases, buying drugs on the 

photo taken in 1995 when rogerS 
WAs nominAted For the rotArY
