After months of preparation, workshops, and public hearings, City
Council has adopted the FY 2018-19 Annual Budget and property tax rate
for its fiscal year that began on October 1, 2018.

As the sales tax revenue reaches an all-time high, the FY 2018-19 Annual
Budget contains total resources of $45,696,470. The strong economic

Property Taxes Pay for Capital Investments

The replacement of two fire engines and the construction of
a new animal shelter are among many other exciting projects
that led to a property tax rate increase of three cents. The
property tax rate increased from 31.725 to 34.794 cents per
$100 of taxable value. The amount of taxes imposed on the
average value of a single-family residence rose by $70.08 to
$452.65, which will fund the much-needed addition of services e
in Webster.

The General Fund and the Utility Fund have healthy
reserves. Major economic development solidifies the
sales tax base. Property tax rates will remain lower than
most cities.

This month, the Webster Fire Department will begin providing
Advanced Life Support to citizens.

Previously, the department provided Basic Life Support, but Fire
Chief Patrick Shipp realized the need for enhanced emergency services
and was supported by the City Manager, Mayor, and Council to help
the firefighters in becoming certified paramedics.

The typical paramedic program consists of 40 weeks of long, intensive
training in the classroom and in the field. The Webster Firefighters
attended school while working full-time.

The process took about two years, but the department has now
purchased all the equipment necessary and they are finishing the
required training needed to implement Advanced Life Support. By the
end of November, the transition should be made.

The Webster Fire Department will continue to enhance the services to citizens by providing advanced life savings
skills whether there is an ambulance there or on the way.

The seats will be purchased using child safety
funds that are collected through the municipal
court.

Municipal court staff will partner with the
Communities in Schools representative at
McWhirter Elementary School to identify families
who would be eligible to receive booster seats for
their children.

The health and safety of children in Webster are
important to the city council and city employees.
The budget allocated to the program should
provide sufficient funds to acquire approximately
120 child booster seats during the year.
