MULTI-DISC SCRE
W PR
SLUDGE DEWATERING SYgg'gM

What is it? In December, Webster Public Works installed
a Multi-Disc Screw Press Sludge Dewatering System from Ekoton Industrial Group. This
system comes from Poland and is the first of its kind in the United States.

What is the purpose?  The dewatering system reduces the weight and volume of sewage sludge
from the wastewater plant so that disposal costs are kept to a minimum. Sludge is sent from the
wastewater treatment plant and is compressed and dehydrated using the dewatering system. It then
is put into a roll-off container and sent to a landfill. The drier the sludge is, the more that can fit into
the container.

What does it mean for residents?  Compared to the system that the Public Works Department
used before, the Multi-Disc Screw Press Sludge Dewatering System creates drier sludge using less
energy in a shorter amount of time. It is saving the employees time and the residents money.

Congratulations to the December Officer of the Month — Officer
Shaina Berry!

Officer Berry was chosen for using excellent crisis
communications skills while dealing with a suicidal subject
who had a known history of violence toward the police. In this
instance, the subject was found sitting along the IH-45 freeway
at night, stating that he wanted to run into traffic and get hit by a

vehicle in order to make the voices in his head go away.
Officer Berry established a rapport with the subject and allowed him

to vent his frustrations while she maintained control of the scene.
This type of interaction requires a strong blend of tactical proficiency,
clear communication, and a non-threatening demeanor, in order to put the
subject at ease.

After building a relationship with the subject, Officer Berry was able to defuse the situation by convincing
the male to be treated by medics and eventually be transported to a hospital for follow up care. Thanks to her
great work, Officer Berry was able to prevent injury to the subject, any police officers, or any members of the
general public. These types of interactions are becoming more frequent for the police, and this is an example
of why so much training is devoted to dealing with people in crisis.

The POke Phenomenon The restaurants are set up similarly to Chipotle.
Customers choose between a sushi burrito, rice
bowl, and a salad bowl. They can then choose their
rice, greens, and proteins for
a custom meal. Proteins
include raw Tuna,
Crab, or Salmon, and
most restaurants

also offer chicken as an option.

Okii Poké was the first poké restaurant to come to Webster.
Located at 1416 NASA Pkwy., Okii Poké’s menu includes a list
of signature works, but also offers customers the option to
customize their orders.

Pokéworks is located at 1041 Bay Area Blvd., next to James Avery.
The Co-founder Peter Yang
was on Forbe’s 30 under 30
list, and there are nearly 40
locations in the United States.

Lastly, Hula Poké will be
opening at the old Salad Express
location, 595 Bay Area Blvd. The
restaurant has three locations in the San
Antonio area and one location in New York City. Along with
Poké, the restaurant offers customers a variety of bubble teas
to choose from.

He has lived in Pennsylvania, Ohio, and
even in the ocean on a submarine, but
Former Mayor Dennis Waggett has chosen
the City of Webster as his home.

He was born in Library, PA, where he lived
until he was 7 years old. His father was a
minister and his family frequently moved
around. When he was 18, he followed his
family to Houston, TX.

Dennis and his wife, Carol met at a church
in Houston, and the two were married in 1962.
After only a month of wedded bliss, Dennis was
drafted into the service. He chose to join the NAVY
and spent a majority of his time in a submarine.

“We would go out for 30 to 60 days,” Waggett
explained. “I happened to be there during the
Cuban crisis and took photos of the missiles
underwater. We almost killed ourselves a couple of
times.”

Following his NAVY career, the Waggetts moved
to Webster with their two sons, Michael and David.

Dennis worked as a radiation health physicist
and radiation safety officer with Kelsey-Seybold,
providing medical health care maintenance for

NASA. Kelsey Seybold has been supporting
NASA since 1964. Dennis worked there from
1966 until 2017-- a total of 51 years.

Dennis became involved in City government
in 1972. He first joined the Parks and
Recreation Committee, and then the Zoning
Board of Adjustments. At the time, the City
politics were complicated.

“I attended a city council meeting and I
stood up and said ‘this is not how [ want my
City run’,” he explained.

So, Dennis ran for council and was elected
in 1978. His efforts then led him to become
Mayor from1982 to 1994.

According to Dennis, during his time
as Mayor, he saw the annual budget grow
from $600,000 to $17 million. He oversaw
the widening of Medical Center Blvd., the
development of Kobayashi Rd and the the
NASA Bypass.

Former Mayor Dennis Waggett’s leadership
has helped to lead the City of Webster to the
place that it is today.

“From day one, I put my knees to the floor
praying for God to guide me in everything that
I do for the City,” he explained. “I couldn’t do
anything without His help.”
