Fire Department Enhances Level of Service to Citizens
After two years of training and preparing, the 

Webster Fire Department is now providing an 
Advanced Life Support level of service to citizens.

Firefighters have been cross-trained as 
paramedics so that in an emergency, the first 
apparatus on the scene can provide advanced 
life support. Previously, the department was 
only able to provide basic life support until EMS 
arrived at the scene. 

While working full-time, firefighters attended 
an intensive training to become certified 
paramedics. The Webster Fire Department is the 
first in the area to implement the enhanced level 
of service.

“The implementation of this increased 
service will provide the top tier level of 
pre-hospital care for our residents and 
visitors to our City,” said Fire Chief 
Patrick Shipp. 

“Without the strong commitment to public 
safety from our elected officials and City 
management, this enhancement could not have 
occurred.”

It only takes seconds for a person to break into your car, open your door, and 
grab your valuables. Follow these tips from the Webster Police Department so 
you do not become a victim.

•	 When possible take all valuables with you. Do not leave them in your car.
•	 Lock your vehicle at all times and only unlock the door you need access to.
•	 Hide valuables in locked places such as the trunk or locked glovebox when 

you cannot take them with you.
•	 Be aware of your surroundings.
•	 Do not leave valuables unattended (such as purses or wallets) unattended 

in your shopping cart.
•	 If you see something that does not seem right (like a strange car), call the 

police so we can check it out.
•	 Trust your instincts and call! You can reach the Webster Police Department 

at 281.332.2426. 

The Police Department has also received several complaints recently 
about traffic violations in our neighborhoods. We would like to reinforce the 
importance of driving safely in our neighborhoods in order to keep all of our 
residents and visitors safe.

•	 The posted speeds are LIMITS; you are highly encouraged to drive well 
below them.

•	 There are many children that play in our neighborhoods and they can be very difficult to see, especially 
at higher speeds.

•	 Please make sure to come to a COMPLETE stop at all stop signs.
•	 If there are specific traffic-related complaints that we should be aware of, email websterpd@websterpd.

com.
•	 When sharing information with us, please be as specific as possible with the location and timeframe of 

the problem.
•	 You may see officers in the neighborhoods trying to enforce the traffic laws (for the safety of everyone).
•	 First and foremost, we ask for your help and voluntary compliance. Contrary to some people’s popular 

belief, we really do not want to write traffic tickets, but we will if needed.

•	 The outside northbound lane of Kobayashi Rd. will be closed and the other 

three lanes will remain open. 
•	 NASA 1 Bypass westbound lanes and overpass will be closed to 

traffic but eastbound lanes will be open.
