A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF WEBSTER, TEXAS, CANVASSING THE RETURNS OF
THE SPECIAL ELECTION HELD IN THE CITY OF
WEBSTER, TEXAS, ON THE 6% DAY OF NOVEMBER
2018, FOR THE PURPOSE OF SUBMITTING TO THE
QUALIFIED VOTERS OF THE CITY CERTAIN
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE EXISTING
CHARTER OF THE CITY; CANVASSING THE RETURNS
OF THE SPECIAL ELECTION ON THE SAME DATE FOR;
DECLARING OFFICERS AND DECLARING EACH
AMENDMENT ADOPTED TO THE CITY CHARTER.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Webster, Texas in session, duly called the special
election to be held on the 6" of November 2018, and the election returns of the 2,213 ballots cast in

said election were canvassed for the following measures: Charter Propositions Nos. A, B, C, D, and
E.

WHEREAS, after duly canvassing said returns, the City Council finds that the votes cast at said
election for the Charter propositions are as follows:

CHARTER PROPOSITION NO. A For 1,285 Against 365

“Shall Article III, Section 3.01, “Number, Selection and Term,” Subsection “C”
be amended to read that the mayor and each respective councilmember shall serve
for a term of three years or until their successors shall be elected and qualified?
This shall be effective beginning with the General Municipal Election in 2019 for
councilmembers in positions 3, 4, and 5, in 2020 for mayor and councilmember in
position 6; in 2021 for councilmembers in positions 1 and 2.” This amendment
has no expected budget impact.

CHARTER PROPOSITION NO. B For 1419 Against 264
“Shall Article V, Section 5.03, “Municipal Court,” Subsection “A” be amended to
read that there shall be established and maintained a court, designated as “The
Municipal Court of Record in the City of Webster” for the trial of misdemeanor
offenses, with all such powers and duties as are now, or may hereafter be
prescribed by laws of the State of Texas relative to municipal courts?” This
amendment has no expected budget impact.

CHARTER PROPOSITION NO. C For 1,149 Against 465
“Shall Article V, Section 5.03, “Municipal Court,” Subsection “B” be amended to
read that the presiding judge and any associate judges of said court shall be
appointed by city council to serve at the discretion of the council. Any such judge
shall be an attorney licensed and practicing in the State of Texas for two or more
years and shall be a resident of the State of Texas and shall receive such salary as
may be fixed by council?” This amendment has no expected budget impact.

Any assistant city manager(s) or
department heads so disciplined may, if the employee elects, appeal the
manager’s decision to city council rather than the manager may remove, suspend
or discharge any department heads?” This amendment has no expected budget
impact.

Said
propositions shall become part of the Charter of the City of Webster, Texas; and it is hereby
declared that each amendment to the Charter as fully set out in the Resolution calling said
Charter amendments election is hereby adopted.

The City Council of the City of Webster further finds that notice of said election
was duly and properly given as required by law, and that said election was duly held and returns
thereof were duly made by the proper officials of said election and in all things according to
law.

The following are changes to the City of Webster Charter following the passage of the
propositions on the November 6, 2018 ballot.

Proposed Amendment No. A

That Article III, Section 3.01. “Number, Selection and Term,” Subsection
“C” be amended to read that to allow a member of city council, including
the mayor, to serve for a term of three years or until their successors shall
be elected and qualified to begin with the General Municipal Election in
2019 for councilmembers in positions 3, 4, and 5, in 2020 for mayor and
councilmember in position 6; in 2021 for councilmembers in positions 1
and 2 rather than two full consecutive 3-year terms and upon completion
of a second consecutive full term and shall not be eligible to be a
candidate for one full year as currently provided in the Charter. This
amendment would delete the prior historical language related to two
consecutive 3-year terms and upon completion of a second consecutive
full term shall not be eligible to be a candidate for one full year.

Charter As Amended by Proposed Proposition A
Article III, Sec. 3.01. “Number, Selection and Term,” Subsection C. The
mayor and each respective councilmember shall serve for a term of three
years or until their successors shall be elected and qualified. This shall be
effective beginning with the General Municipal Election in 2019 for
councilmembers in positions 3, 4, and 5, in 2020 for mayor and
councilmember in position 6; in 2021 for councilmembers in positions 1

and 2.

Any assistant city
manager(s) or department heads so disciplined may, if the employee
elects, appeal the manager’s decision to city council rather than the
manager may remove, suspend or discharge any department heads. Any
department heads so disciplined may, if the employee elects, appeal the
manager’s decision to city council.

Charter as Amended by Proposed Proposition E

Appoint, with the approval of the majority of city council, an assistant city
manager(s), all department heads and direct and supervise the
administration of all departments, offices, and agencies of the city, except
as otherwise provided by this charter or by the law. The manager may
remove, suspend or discharge any assistant city manager(s) and
department heads. Any assistant city manager(s) or department heads so
disciplined may, if the employee elects, appeal the manager’s decision to
city council.
