On Monday, April 8, Webster Patrol was notified of a
Burglary of a Motor Vehicle (BMV) that had just occurred
at Pappasito’s Cantina.

After a thorough investigation and under his leadership,
his shift was able to work together to link these two suspects to the BMV at Pappasito’s and return
the freshly stolen laptop to the owner.

Webster Police Department is now taking applications for the 2019 Citizens Police Academy.

Dates for the session have not been chosen, but if you are interested, an application can be obtained from
the Webster Police Department or at cityofwebster.com.

The class covers topics ranging from the Patrol Division to Communications Division, and criminal
investigations. Lessons include information on essential police equipment, defense tactics, narcotics, DWI,
laws, dispatching, the K9 division, and crime scene investigation.

Students have the opportunity to participate in a “ride-along” program where they can experience the
town from a patrol unit. In addition to helping the citizens better understand the police department, the
academy helps the police department better understand the citizens.

Webster Police Personnel instruct the class, and at graduation, the students will receive a diploma. The
CPA meets once a week from 7 p.m. to 10 p.m. for 10 to 12 weeks at the Webster Police Department. There
is no cost to be a student. To apply, you must live or work in Webster, be at least 21 years of age, and pass a
background investigation.

CONTROL PARTICIPATES
IN SAFE PAWS PROGRAM
WITH BAY AREA TURNING POINT

Many victims of domestic violence and sexual assault/
abuse will not leave a dangerous environment if they
cannot also find a home for their pets. Since Bay Area
Turning Point (BATP) cannot house pets at its shelter, it
has teamed up with Webster Animal Control to provide
animal services to victims.

In April, City Council approved of the agreement which
allows Webster Animal Control to house two dogs and two
cats at any time. Animal Control Officer (ACO) Amanda
Trover will also provide assistance finding alternative
care for additional animals, including a foster home or
another animal facility.

ACO Trover is passionate about the safety and well-
being of both the victims of domestic abuse and their
furry friends. In April, she provided the animals for the
Annual Bay Area Turning Point Dogs and Divas Fashion
Show, which helped raise money for the non-profit social
service agency.

This is just one more way the Webster Animal Shelter is
working to help not only the animals in the community
but the citizens as well.

On June 1, Hurricane season begins and it doesn’t end until November 30. Preparation is of utmost importance. Be
ready before a disaster happens.
Know beforehand which roads will be used for evacuation in your area.
For Webster residents, please visit www.cityofwebster.com, click on “Services” and then “Maps.” You will find your
evacuation route by zip code. Or visit Webster City Hall and pick up a printed version of the map.

Know what your policy covers and what your deductibles are. Flood insurance
must be purchased separately and requires a 30-day waiting period. Know where your insurance papers are located,
and take them with you if you evacuate.

Look for loose fence boards and any objects which might break free and become
flying objects during high winds. Have supplies ready to board windows, and know how to turn off electric and water
service if evacuating.

Don’t forget those who can’t help themselves. Assist with assembling supply kits and
finding information on help with an evacuation.
