On June 21, Officer Shaina Berry self-initiated an
investigation, which led to the arrest of two suspects for
sexual assault of a juvenile.

At approximately 4:30 a.m., Officer Berry conducted a
traffic stop on a suspicious vehicle which she had observed
in the parking lot of a motel. Officer Berry found the car was
occupied by two adult males and one juvenile female.

Through her investigation, Officer Berry learned that the
male suspects had established an online relationship with
the female. They had convinced her to meet them at the
motel where they engaged in sexual activity. Both males
were charged with sexual assault of a juvenile, and a follow-
up investigation showed that they had used the same tactic
on a previous victim.

This case is a fantastic example of proactive police work
and illustrates the fact that no traffic stop is routine.

Officer Daniel Serna was nominated for Employee of the
Month after locating an elderly male who was missing from
his home in Texas City. While on patrol, Officer Serna saw
the male in a parking lot and found that he had dementia
and needed immediate medical attention. Officer Serna
was able to summon medical assistance and make contact
with the male’s family. This is another example of excellent
proactive police work!

CRITERIA

Planting flowers and mowing your lawn
will not get you a Yard of the Month award
on its own. Creativity, functionality, and
suitability are accessed as well, and award-
winning landscapes complement the
structure while showing originality.

“The overall criteria for judging includes
the use of color, texture, line and perhaps a
garden art feature, if available,” one judge
said.

“Examples of these features would be a
water feature, statuary, natural container,
bird feeder, etc.”

The landscape should include a variety
of plant species, with a mixture of colors,
forms, and textures. Judges want to see the
right plants are in the right location.

“Color is important because it draws
your eye to the composition. The various
textures of the green foliage act as a
backdrop for the color or complementary
colors.”

“Both the foliage and lawn must be neatly
pruned, trimmed, and shaped. Flowers
should be deadheaded, and flower beds
should be neat.”

It is important that the landscaping does
not interfere with foot traffic, or obscure
motor vehicle traffic or signage. Neatness
and organization should also be considered.
