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2019-2020 Budget continued...

The sales tax revenue has grown by four 
percent with the opening of American 
Furniture Warehouse, along with other 
top retailers. 

The total taxable value of property 
located within the City of Webster rises 
by $235,000,000, an eleven percent 
increase. 

Even with the increases that were 
adopted by City Council for FY 2019-2020, 
the property tax and utility rates for the 
City of Webster remain among the lowest 
in the area. 

The property tax rate increased from 

$0.34794 to $0.36200 per $100 of taxable 
value. This will help to fund the much-
needed addition of services in Webster. 

Fiscal Year Projects 

Significant maintenance will be performed on streets, 
sidewalks, parks, and the sanitary sewer system. 

City Council approved an interlocal agreement with the City 
of League City to participate in a Clear Creek/Dickinson Bayou 
Watershed Study. The Regional Watershed Study will identify 
projects to reduce flooding within both watersheds. 

The Public Works Department will rehabilitate portions 
of the Sanitary Sewer Systems, and purchase GIS Asset 
Management Software to manage assets and work 
performed. 

A cost-sharing agreement with WB NASA Bypass, LLC, was 
made to replace/upsize the Old Galveston Rd. waterline. This 
will facilitate an upgrade of the existing water line. 

The budget also includes a Trail Feasibility Study, which will 
analyze the alignment of east-west shared-use paths to follow 

Clear Creek and connect Egret Bay, Edgewater Subdivision, and Destination Development. 
To ensure park patrons’ safety, the Public Works Department will be replacing the decorative light poles in Walnut 

Park. 
New vehicles were purchased, pavement repairs will be made throughout the City, the Texas Avenue Park Pavilion 

floors will be resurfaced, and the splash pad will be repainted. The purchase and installation of four air conditioning 
units will be made to replace aging units in City facilities. And to continue a city-wide meter upgrade program, the 
purchase of water meters and radios will be made. 

The Public Safety budget included funds to expand public outreach events for the Police Department, and new 
equipment at the Fire Department to teach children about fire safety at home. 

The Recreation Division will allocate a portion of its budget to enhance the quality and promotion of community 
events that are held in Texas Avenue Park.

The General Fund and the Utility Fund have healthy reserves. Major economic development solidifies the sales tax 
base. Property tax rates will remain lower than in most cities. 

The FY 2019-2020 budget and the City’s investment in community service shows promise for the upcoming 
year.

Webster Police Department wore pink police badges throughout October 
in honor of Breast Cancer Awareness Month.

Officer Nicholas Sedunov (pictured right) wore his in memory of his 
mother, Darcy.

“Most officers get their reality check when they first start this job,” he said. 
“I got mine whenever my mom was diagnosed with breast cancer for the 
first time.”

Officer Sedunov was in high school when she was first diagnosed. As the 
oldest of five children, he decided to drop out of high school, get his GED, 
and help with his mother and siblings. 

“It was tough, I had to grow up quickly,” he explained. “It really makes you 
realize how precious life is.”

Nicholas was hired by the Webster Police Department in May 2009. It was 
August 2009 when he received a call from his sister, letting him know that 
his mother was not doing well. 

“When I walked into the hospital, it hit me like a ton of bricks,” he said. 
“The saddest part of everything for some reason she couldn’t hear anymore, 
so I couldn’t tell her I loved her, I had to write it on a piece of paper.”

Darcy passed away on September 1, 2009. 
“It was the worst day of my life,” Officer Sedunov recalled. 
“This badge means a lot of me. It’s to remember not just my mom, but 

all the others who have gone through this disease, and anyone else going 
through it. As soon as I got this badge, I went and thanked the Police Chief.” 

Darcy was a mother, a nurse, and a fighter. We honor the women like her, 
not only in October, but all year round.

STORM DRAINS IN THE FALL
Storm drain contamination is one of the significant causes of pollution 

in our rivers, lakes, and streams. Webster residents are urged to refrain 
from placing leaves and yard debris in the streets. The debris can clog the 
drains, causing flooding during a rainstorm. Here are some tips to keep 
the drains clear:

• Sweep grass clippings, leaves, and yard debris into piles for 
collection. Do not hose them down the drain. You can dispose 
of yard debris properly through yard recycling, compost bins, 
or transport to the nearest yard debris collection facility.

• Direct downspouts and rain gutters away from paved 
surfaces.

• Use a nozzle on the garden hose to prevent water run-
off when not in use.

Do not attempt to clear a catch basin if the street is 
flooded. Report clogged storm drains to Stormwater 
Coordinator Jesse Espinoza at 281.316.3700, or  
jespinoza@cityofwebster.com.

In October, Telecommunications Officer (TCO) Tyler 

Davis was presented with the Life-Saving Award in 
front of City Council.

Lead TCO Kathryn Hamm recounted the story:
“The Webster Police Department received a 9-1-1 

call from the Military Veterans Crisis Hotline with a 
report of a male contemplating suicide, not wanting 
to give any details on his whereabouts, but making an 
apparent nonspecific outcry. 

TCO Davis began the request for the male’s cell 
phone location to be pinged via exigent circumstances 
and found his location to possibly be in our city. 

As we dispatched officers out to check the area for 
him with nothing more than a possible name, and no 
vehicle description or any other details, TCO Davis 
called the phone number provided to us and reached 
this distressed citizen. 

While the citizen refused to give us enough details 
to ever make physical contact with him, TCO Davis 
stayed on the line with the male for almost 30 
minutes, building trust and creating an open line of 
communication. Tyler gave this man not only an ear to 
listen in on some incredibly unfortunate issues going 
on in his personal life, but he also displayed incredible 
empathy toward a man in need, steering him away 
from decisions he couldn’t take back. 

Tyler talked this male into pulling into a local hospital 
to receive medical attention, confirmed by the pings 
we received from his cell phone whereabouts. 

While this man was hesitant to receive help from 
physical contact with first responders, TCO Davis got 
through to him on a personal and emotional level 
through a phone connection. That is true talent and 
professionalism, showing what kind of communication 
skills are being utilized daily in this communications 
center to save lives. 

Excellent work, Tyler! Impressed but not surprised!”
