According to Texas811, fewer than half of Americans 
believe they need to call 8-1-1 before simple projects like 
installing a deck, planting a tree, or installing a mailbox. 
However, even tasks as simple as this can cause immense 
damage.

We want to remind residents to call before you dig, no 
matter what the project is!

Requesting to have your lines marked is easy. Make a 
request online at www.texas811.org, or contact a Damage 
Prevention Agent at 8-1-1. You will need to have the 
information on what and where the work is being done.  A 
normal ticket requires a two working day notice before the 
work can begin.

If you hit a gas pipeline, even if it is just a scratch, leave 
the area immediately. Once at a safe distance, call 9-1-1 
and then Texas811. Do not start a vehicle engine or use 
your cell phone until you can no longer smell gas. Do not 
turn any electrical switches on or off, and if you are on a 
landline, do not hang up.

Texas811 is a free service that helps homeowners and 
professionals avoid damaging underground utilities. 
When you make the free call to 8-1-1 you’ll help prevent 
unintended consequences such as injury to you or your 
family, damage to your property, utility service outages 
to the entire neighborhood, and potential fines and repair 
costs.

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Congratulations to the August Police 
Department Employee of the Month, 
Officer Willis Corbin. On August 18, 
2019, at approximately 3:45 a.m., Officer 
Corbin was conducting proactive business 

patrols along Bay Area Boulevard when he 
rolled up on an in-progress burglary of a 
business. 

While Officer Corbin was standing by for 
backup to arrive, four suspects ran from the 

business and got into a waiting vehicle. Officer Corbin 
pursued the suspects for approximately 20 miles before 

they stopped 
and ran into a 

heavily wooded area 
in Southeast Houston. 

After a prolonged search, 
one suspect was arrested. 

Officer Corbin is recognized for his diligence in 
patrolling the city and suppressing criminal activity 
– Excellent work Officer Willis!

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Rest in Peace, Pauline Small
the community bids farewell to retired webster city secretary

On August 13, 2019, Retired Webster City 
Secretary Pauline Small passed away at the age 
of 71. 

Pauline was a wife, a mother, a friend, and a leader 
in the Houston-area. She worked as the Webster City 
Secretary for 17 years, but dedicated 37 years of her 
life to public service. 

She attended Blinn College, where she met her 
husband, Ricky Small. They were married on June 12, 
1969, and had two children and built a life together 
in Sealy, Texas. She began her career in Municipal 
Service in 1979 with the City of Sealy and retired as 
the City Secretary of the City of Webster in 2016.

During her time in Webster, she was a mentor, 
a teacher, a leader, and a friend to all. She was a 
member of the Texas Municipal Clerks Association 
(TMCA) for over two decades, and served in 
leadership positions, as an instructor at the state 
and local levels, and as a good friend and mentor to 

her peers. 
She was the TMCA Salt Grass Chapter Municipal 

Clerk of the Year in 2001, and the Texas Municipal 
Clerk of the Year in 2007. In 2015, she was named the 
Municipal Clerk of the Year and received a Lifetime 
Achievement Award from the Salt Grass Chapter. 

Former TMCA member and close friend of Pauline’s, 
Patrice Fogerty, remembered Pauline as a public 
servant from tip to toe. 

“Public service was her heart,” said Patrice. “She 
was mature in her career. She would make a decision, 
and her decisions were sound.”

After retirement from the City of Webster, she 
remained active in the community and the Texas 
Municipal Clerks Association. 

“She was an excellent city secretary and an even 
better friend,” said Patrice. 

Pauline will be remembered most for her strength, 
love, support, and her beautiful smile.
