He then attended the Police Academy at Alvin Community College before accepting a position as a patrol 
officer in the City of Webster. 

Rusty has worked as the Crime Scene Detective and Evidence Custodian and was promoted to Sergeant in 2006.
Rusty also earned his Associate’s, Bachelor’s, and Master’s Degrees in Law Enforcement Leadership and 

Management from Sam Houston State University while working full-time. 
“My greatest accomplishment was being able to attend and graduate from the 238th session of the FBI National 

Academy in September of 2009,” Rusty recalled. “I have friends in law enforcement all over the United States 
now from this opportunity. In addition, I currently serve on 
the Region Two Texas FBI NA Board as the Houston Area 
Representative.”

When looking back on his impressive career in Webster, 
one of Rusty’s most notable cases was when he was called 
to an aggravated kidnapping case, where he assisted the 
victim. The suspect turned out to be a serial killer, and he 
received 60 years in prison.

“I am so proud to say that I served an awesome 
community and worked with some outstanding co-
workers,” he said. “I am very excited about Webster’s 
continued growth.”

On October 20, John Warnement was appointed the 

Director of Public Works by Webster City Council. This 
was a deserved promotion for John, who has worked 
for the City of Webster since February of 1997. 

John Warnement’s life in Webster began when his 
family moved here when he was just a year old. 

“This area is home to me,” he explained. “When I 
went to preschool, it was at McWhirter Elementary, 
and when I played little league football, Webster 
Intermediate was my home field.”

In 1997, John was hired as the City’s Recreation 
Coordinator. At the time, he was also working part-time 
for Clear Creek ISD, where he coached intermediate 
sports at Webster and Victory Lakes Intermediate 
Schools. The positions required him to forge meaningful 
relationships with community members.

After ten years in recreation, John made a move to 
Public Works.He served as Superintendent of Parks 
and Maintenance until 2009, when he became the 
Assistant Director after the department went through 
a restructure.

Although employees in the Public Works Department 
work behind the scenes, quietly ensuring that utilities, 
infrastructure, and special events meet the community’s 
needs, John still managed to maintain and forge new 
relationships with community members. 

“I am most proud of the Public Works outreach 
program at Clear View High School,” John explained. 
“From this program, we have nurtured an interest in 
Public Works and been able to offer internships to high 
school students.”

“I have been particularly gratified to witness not only 
the growth of the youth while they are here but also the 
pride our men and women take in sharing their work 
and knowledge with the interns.”
