However, they failed to disengage the
parking brake and were only able to drive
a short distance before Detective Palermo
approached them and identified himself
as a police officer.

One female juvenile was detained as
a runaway out of Dallas County, and
an adult female was released with no
charges filed. Officers also learned that
the two male suspects stole a vehicle out
of Houston on the previous day after
pistol-whipping the owner.

The male suspects face additional
charges from the Houston Police
Department. This arrest is an excellent
example of proactive police work and
highlights the efforts Webster Police
Officers make each day to suppress crime
in our community.
