As Fire Prevention Week approaches, Webster Fire Department wants to share safety tips to help 

you Learn the Sounds of Fire Safety. A continuous set of three loud beeps means smoke or fire. A 
single chirp every 30 or 60 seconds means the battery is low and must be changed. Chirping that 
continues after the battery has been replaced means the alarm is at the end of its life, and the unit 
must be replaced. 
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Code Enforcement Connection
What is Code Enforcement? 

Code enforcement is the inspection, improvement, and rehabilitation of environmental hazards in public and 
private premises by determining the presence of fire or health hazards, nuisance violations, unsafe building 
conditions, and violations of any fire, health, or building regulation, statute, or ordinance. 

Ordinance of the month: JUnk motor vehicles

A junk motor vehicle is any vehicle that is wrecked, dismantled, 
discarded, does not have a valid registration or license plates, or remains 
inoperable for a continuous period of more than 30 days. A junk motor 
vehicle must be removed, repaired, or properly store to avoid fines.

How do you report a violation?

Report a violation by visiting public.mygov.us/webster_tx/ and 
submit a request. Either Code Enforcement Officer Dennis Trotter or 
Rolanda Ivy will contact you regarding the infringement within the 
week.

During the September 7 City Council Meeting, the Webster City Council approved the issuance of over $35 million 
in bonds at historically low interest rates for several major projects in the City.

The City of Webster received an outstanding AA+ Standard & Poor’s Global Bond Credit Rating, leading to very 
low-interest-rate bids.

The AA+ rating is the second-highest S&P bond rating. The rating reflects the City’s strong economy, management, 
budgetary performance, and very strong budgetary flexibility and liquidity. 

The City received national attention, with underwriters bidding from financial centers in five different states across 
the country. The City received seven bids on the $17.7 million Series 2021A Combination Tax and Revenue Certificates 
of Obligation. Wells Fargo Bank was the winning bidder with an interest rate of 0.852574%. Six bids were placed 
on the $17.5 million Series 2021B Combination Tax and Revenue Certificates of Obligation. FHN Financial Capital 
Markets was the winning bidder with an interest rate of 1.783979%.

The bonds will fund expansions of major roadways, water, and sewer line improvements, the purchase of firefighting 
trucks and equipment, land acquisition, and construction and renovation of various city-owned buildings.

“Our strong bond rating reflects the conservative financial management and low tax rate Webster is known for. Due 
to Webster’s strong financial position, we were able to take advantage of a low-interest rate market and borrow funds 
to finance several long-term projects that will set Webster up for a prosperous future,” said Mayor Donna Rogers.
